Sources
1. Coghlan, Eduardo A., 'El Aporte de los Irlandeses a la Formación de la Nación Argentina' (Buenos Aires, 1982), Table I: passengers arrived in Buenos Aires from 1822 to 1880. Sources for this table include the files of the Archivo General de la Nación ('Libros de Entradas de Pasajeros' 1822-1862), and the arrival lists published by 'The Standard' newspaper from 1863 to 1880. The author selected the passenger names presumably of Irish origin and sorted all entries alphabetically. Page numbers of this source has been added to the Page/Line field of this database (4,129 records).
2. CEMLA Database. Sources for this database include (i) ship manifests 1882-1887 transcribed by immigration officers, (ii) passenger lists 1888-1922, and (iii) standard immigration forms 1923-1929. All these records are contained in the files of 'Dirección General de Inmigración' in Buenos Aires, Argentina. From the CEMLA Database, three different segments were used, as follows. 

a. CEMLA I: passenger list of the 'City of Dresden' (arrived in Buenos Aires 15 February 1889), which was received in paper format, and transcribed to the database. Includes page numbers of the transcribed paper list (1,772 records).
b. CEMLA II: passengers arrived in Buenos Aires 1882-1929, who declared Irish nationality. Includes record numbers of the original list (1,155 records).
c. CEMLA III: passengers arrived in Buenos Aires 1882-1929, who declared English nationality and were born in Ireland. Includes record numbers of the original list (103 records)

Last: passenger's Christian name
First: passenger's family name

Citizenship: nationality declared upon arrival

Arrival Date: date of ship manifest
Port of Departure: port of embarkment
Ship: name of the ship

Class: ticket class if known

Born: Irish county if known

Source: document used for transcription

Page/Line: number of page or line of the source

Comments: additional comments. m = married / s = single / w = widow / l = literate / i = illiterate

Notes
1. This database includes a small portion of total Irish emigrants to Argentina, which may not be a representative sample of the universe. Some authors (e. gr., Patrick McKenna 1994) estimate the total number of Irish emigrants to Argentina in 40-45,000. 

2. Individual sources have been merged and purged automatically.
3. Records have been deduplicated, except for repeated arrivals of the same person in different dates.
4. If necessary, proper names of persons, vessels and places have been corrected.
5. Additional information remains with the original sources. 

6. There might be future changes to the contents, including but not limited to additions or deletions, that will be communicated in future versions of this database.
