Good news for the students of Irish Migrations! More than two hundred original letters, documents and photographs included in the Anastasia Joyce Papers have been donated by Mary Anglim of Co. Wexford. The letters (1844-1881) sent to Martin Murphy and his family of Kilrane are of particular interest, including dozens of manuscript letters from brothers John James, William and Patrick Murphy, Irish sheep-farmers in Salto and Rojas. The entire collection is being catalogued and scanned before its deposit at the Max von Buch library of the Universidad de San Andrés (Buenos Aires).
