Art Agnew, the Irish Ambassador to Mexico, is the latest appointment to SILAS Honorary Membership. Being accredited to Mexico since 1999 Mr. Agnew is now retiring from an extensive career as a diplomatist, which included a four-years assignment as Ambassador to Argentina. 

New Databases
Two new lists have been added to the databases available exclusively to SILAS Members. The "Sisters of Mercy in Argentina" (140 records) includes founding sisters of the community in that country, and sisters who professed locally. It was transcribed from an Appendix in Santiago M. Ussher's "Las Hermanas de la Misericordia (Irlandesas): Apuntes históricos sobres sus cien años en la Argentina, 1856 - Febrero 24 - 1956" (Buenos Aires, 1955). The second one, "British and Irish Soldiers in Bolívar's Army of Independence" (670 records) includes Soldiers enlisted in England and Ireland by recruiters on behalf of Simón Bolívar to fight in Venezuela, Colombia, Ecuador, Peru and Bolivia. It was compiled from information in Alfred Hasbrouck's "Foreigns Legionaries in the Liberation of Spanish South America" (New York: Columbia University, 1928).
