Last: landowner's family name

First: landowner's Christian name

Née: landowner's maiden name

Other: other landowner of the same holding

Suc.: heirs of the above-mentioned person/s

Previous Owner: the previous owner of the holding

Survey #: number of the topographical survey (sequential within departments)

Department: territorial district of the province ("partido")

Survey Year: year in which the survey was registered

Cuartel /a: territorial district of the department

Cuartel /b: territorial district of the department (when the holding is in more than one cuartel)

Estancia: name of the holding

Area (has.): area in hectares

Paraje: informal place name

Railway Station: name of nearby railway station

Purchase Year: declared year of acquisition by current landowner/s

Edelberg 1922: page in Edelberg’s list

Comments
- The list is a sample of holdings owned by Irish settlers and their families. Although it may be considered a fairly representative sample, it should not be used as a universe of holdings. Particularly, lands in other provinces (e. gr., Santa Fe, Entre Ríos, Córdoba) are not included in this list. 

- The area in hectares was converted from diverse measures, including hectares, leagues ("leguas"), squares ("cuadras"), and "varas". 

- Entries may be repeated from source to source.

- Entries were not deduplicated. 
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
